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About the Trust

The Summerfield Charitable Trust was established by Ronald Summerfield, a Cheltenham antique
dealer, shortly before his death in 1989. The Trustees have discretion as to which charitable uses to
apply the funds.

In 2007 £397,128 was distributed in atotal of 79 grants, from £300 upwards. A copy of the latest Trust
accounts is available upon request.

Charities applying to the Trust must either be based in Gloucestershire or they must be engaged in
aproject that is of specific benefit to residents of the county.

Viewed especially favourably are projects and organisations working in:
M The arts, museums and the built heritage;
M The environment and natural heritage;
M Community work;
M Education, sport and recreation;
M Vulnerable or disadvantaged sectors of society.

The Trustees encourage applicants to show they have considered:
M Theimpact of their project on the environment;
M Planning for long term self sufficiency;
M The potential to work in partnership with other statutory and non-statutory funders;
M Their active involvement with the people who will benefit.

Individuals are only very rarely supported. They must be residents of Gloucestershire. Trustees request
individuals to use a specialist charity to sponsor their application.

PROCEDURE: The Trustees meet quarterly - usualy in January, April, July, and October - to consider
all applications received prior to the deadline dates. These dates are occasionally subject to change and
should be verified via our website or by email / telephone before you submit your application.

TO APPLY: Applicants must read the website and download a grant application cover sheet. A concise
explanation of the application (no more than one side of A4) should be sent to me by email. However,
you must send a hard copy, which might have more detail, and any supporting documentation, to me at
the address below.

Applicants are welcome to telephone and discuss queries with me before submission. Please note that |
often ask one of our independent advisers to visit organisations who apply to the Trust. | am to inform
applicants of the Trustees' decisions as soon as possible after the quarterly meetings.

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| ntroduction

During 2007 the Summerfield Trust donated £397,128 to a wide variety of
good causes. In line with our stated policy these grants were made exclusively
to beneficiaries based in Gloucestershire. In this report there is an analysis of
the grants, and this highlights the varying sizes of the grants.

We continue to encourage as diverse a range of applicants as possible, and we
are keen to be involved in projects, both large and small, that are imaginative
and to which we can make a significant contribution.

During this year we have made two grants larger than usual: £50,000 to
Maggie Keswick Jencks Cancer Caring Centre towards establishing an
innovative and exciting centre in Cheltenham for anyone whose lives have
been affected by cancer. The building has been designed by Sir Richard
MacCormac. We gave £25,000 to the Nelson House Trust to help them develop
a new service for young people with drug or alcohol addiction problems.

The wide range of applicants creates a demanding level of understanding for
the Trustees, combined with an ability to decide on the relative merits of
different projects in different fields. They are greatly helped in this by our
team of volunteer advisers, and our administrator, Lavinia Sidgwick.

During the year we reviewed operations to identify ways in which we could
improve our day-to-day activities. This has resulted in a number of changes,
which, we hope, will help applicants.

Finally I would like to thank my co-trustees for the generous allocation of their
time. They are all busy people with their own careers and yet they find the
time to do this work with unfailing good humour. They help to make
Gloucestershire a better place.

This charity offers emergency accommodation for young
single homeless people under 25 throughout the county.
This request was for funds to support a pilot project, which
will offer specialised advice services to the young people.

Since 1962, the Home Farm Trust has run a home at
Frocester Manor near Stroud, for those with learning
disabilities.
